Ntep 4: Repeat steps 1 and 2 tor another two pieces.

e Step 5: Cut the bottom of all 3 pieces.




Step 6: Glue these pieces together, one on top of
the other, making sure vour tirst piece goes at
the top. You will have to wait tor these to dry

properly. }%:
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Step 3. Glue on vour small stars to vour christmas
tree as you wish, using one big star for the top of the
tree. Set aside to drv.
Once everything is dry use a needle to thread the
string through vour christmas trees. Make sure they
are evenly spaced. You can add more stars inbetween

the trees it vou wish.

Step 9:
Once you are happy with everything find a place to
hang vour garland!
